LOCATION GUIDELINES 
The model PDI-P20LCDB Hospital Grade LCD TV is a specialized LCD television.  This TV is 
intended for entertainment and educational purposes for use in a hospital, a nursing home, a 
medical-care center, or a similar health-care facility in which installation is limited to a non-
hazardous area in accordance with the National Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA 70. 
  
The PDI-P20LCDB is capable of being mounted with several commercially available mounting 
brackets utilizing the 100 mm VESA hole pattern.  The PDI-P20LCDB  TV is able to be wall 
mounted at the foot of a patient’s bed with the supplied bracket.  Select a location that is near a 
AC wall outlet and that does not expose the TV to bright room lights or sunlight if possible.  The 
LCD TV also requires connection of both CATV cable signal and across-room wiring for the pillow 
speaker.

Auto Program 
Automatically memorizes all of the receivable channel on a 
hospital’s cable TV system.  The TV has four distinct channel 
memory tiers called Service Levels; Disabled, Free, Basic, and 
Premium.  When Disabled is selected, the TV displays a black 
screen with the message “To use this TV Please contact a TV 
representative for 10 seconds and then shuts itself off.  The Free, 
Basic, and Premium Service Levels can be programmed with 
any combination of channels and selected independently using 
the Service Level menu.

Power On Captions Mode memorizes the caption setting upon powering the TV off.  With this 
feature turned off, the TV will always power on with captions disabled.

Parental Control 
A parental control feature is available to restrict and block 
undesirable programs from appearing on the TV.  This feature is 
of particular importance for televisions installed in pediatric 
wards. 
 
Enter Password 
If the television’s parental control has been activated an Enter 
Password screen will appear. 

1. Using a IR remote control enter the four digit password.  
An “X” will be echoed as each number is entered.  The 
default input password for a new TV set is “0000”.

Most television programming are now rated.  TV Rating allows 
the TV to selectively present only programming content that is 
unblocked per its preset level.

six age-based categories columns.  Note: the first ‘ALL’ 
column shortcut sets all other columns.

Most televised movies are now rated.  MPAA Rating selectively 
allows the TV to only present movie content that is unblocked 
per its preset level.

MPAA Rating.  

3. While a particular category is selected, press the 
VOL◄► buttons to active it.

Block Hour 
Block Hour determines the amount of time the TV blocks program and movie content. 

1. From the Setup Menu, press the CH▲▼ button to select the Parental Control level.

select the number of hours to activate the blocking.  Selections range from 1 to 99 hours.  
Select ‘Always’ does not limit the time. 

3. Press the VOL◄► buttons to move to one of the other levels in each row. 
4. Press the Menu button to return to the previous menu. 

 
Parental Lock 
Activates the TV Rating and MPAA Rating settings.  With Parental Lock set to off, the TV will 
behave in a normal fashion without any viewing restrictions. 

1. From the Setup Menu, press the CH▲▼ button to select the Parental Control level. 
2. Press the CH▲▼ button to select Parental Lock.   
3. Then press the VOL◄► buttons to alternately turn the feature on or off. 
4. Press the Menu button to return to the previous menu. 

 
Change Password 
To activate or change a password.  

1. From the Setup Menu,  select the Parental Control 
menu with CH▲▼ button. 

2. Select the Change Password menu. Then press the 
VOL◄► buttons 
Note. If the Parental Password setting is ‘On’, the 
“Enter Password” screen will appear.   

3. After entering a valid Enter Password, the “Parental Control” screen will appear. 
4. You may exit at any time by pressing the TV/AV button to return to normal TV viewing. 

 
Hints for Setting Parental Control 

• Determine which rating you consider acceptable to the viewer.  For example, if you 
choose TV-PG, all the more restrictive ratings will be automatically blocked; the viewer 
will not be able to see TV-PG, TV-14, or TV-MA rated programming. 

• How many hours do you want Parental Control to be active?  Set to ‘ALWAYS’ for 
restriction without any time limit. 

• Select a secret password in the Set Password option.  Use the number keys on the 
remote.  Don’t forget the password, it is the only way you can access the parental control 
menu and change rating selections, or turn Parental Control off. 

• Do you want Parental Control to be active all the time?  If not, you can turn it on or off 
with the Lock On/Off option. 

• You cannot disable Parental Control by disconnecting the TV from power.  Parental 
Control will automatically reset to the original block time setting specified if power is 
disconnected.
